EAST TENNESSEE SOCCER FEDERATION (ETSF) MEMBER AGREEMENT

PLAYER AGREES TO:

1. Make a commitment to the ETSF.
2. Respect your parents, coaches, referees, teammates, facilities, opponents, and yourself.

3. Attend practice on a regular basis and notify the coach when sessions will be missed or attended late.

4. Give an honest effort at practice.

5. Follow through with suggestions offered by the coach for individual practice sessions on your own.

6. Listen to, accept, and learn from any criticism or feedback which your coach may offer regarding your performance.

7. Do what you can to help your teammates become better soccer players.

8. Use intelligent judgement in taking care of your body (treats injuries, watches nutrition, etc.)

9. Understand that playing time and starting positions are based on many factors, including talent, attendance, effort, consistency, and team play. There are times when players will not receive equal playing time.

10. Take the lessons that you learn on the soccer field and apply them at home, in school, and in all aspects of your life.

11. Know, respect and follow the rules of the ETSF and TN. and U.S. Club Soccer, and abide by them at all times.

PARENT AGREES TO:

1. Make a commitment to the ETSF. This includes approximately 2 weekly practices, 3-5 fall tournaments, State Tournament (if applicable), one indoor session, 3-5 spring tournaments, league play, and the costs related to these endeavors.

2. Be a supportive parent to the players, the team and the coach.

3. Go directly to the coach if there is a misunderstanding.  If the matter cannot be resolved between the coach and the parent, then the DOC can be brought in to help resolve the issue.  The DOC’s decision is final.

4. See that the player is on time for practices and matches, and remain far enough away from the practice area so as not to distract your child.

5. Encourage your child to put forth 100% effort during both practices and games.

6. Allow the coach to COACH and teach the game.  This can be most effectively accomplished by reinforcing lessons learned at practice and by refraining from instructions to your child, especially during a game.  Don’t ask for specific positions or other favors that might destroy team morale.

7. Let your child talk to you about his/her progress, feelings, ideas (rather than your telling him/her yours).

8. Limit your feedback and comments to your own child and not other children.

9. Obtain the coach’s permission before your child agrees to participate in any non-ETSF soccer related activities (i.e. guest playing, private lessons, middle school games, etc.)

10. Maintain a respectful demeanor toward all players, officials, coaches and parents at all practices and games.

11. Know, respect and follow the rules of the ETSF and TN. and U.S. Club Soccer, and abide by them at all times. Refrain from any activity or conduct that may be detrimental or reflect adversely upon ETSF or its members or programs.

COACH AGREES TO:

1. Respect all players and their families.

2. Provide a safe atmosphere for training that is organized and purposeful.

3. Ensure that all required equipment (pinnies, cones, balls, etc.) is at each training session.

4. Provide honest feedback to both players and parents in terms of player development and listen to suggestions.

5. Work to develop players to their fullest potential while maintaining the goals of the team.

6. Conduct themselves in a professional, respectful, composed fashion on the touchlines of all games.

7. Serve as an appropriate role model for the children ETSF on and off the field.

8. Ensure that all administrative aspects of the team are running smoothly (i.e. player passes, payment of officials, travel arrangements, registrations, fees paid, player/parent communication, etc.)

9. Coaches will support all ETSF programs and strictly adhere to ETSF, TN. and U.S. Club Soccer league rules.
